Cash prizes of $500 for first place winners and $250 for honorable
mentions will be awarded in both the Grades 7-9 and Grades 10-12
age categories.

All finalists will have their artwork showcased in an online exhibition
hosted on ACl’s website.

This year’s winning artworks will be showcased in a special exhibition
at Art Toronto, Canada’s largest art fair attended by industry leaders
and artists from across the country. The exhibition will be held in
October 2025.

Prizes will be awarded in May 2025. Winners will be announced
publicly at Art Toronto in 2025.
